The CLF was formed in March 2003 by creative arts entrepreneur Michael Smith, music pioneer Marque Gilmore, Dej Mahoney [Ex-Vice President of Business Affairs, Sony Music UK] and David Malone [Practicing Barrister Criminal Law / Human Rights]. Created in direct response to a new form of global apathy, which sees Millions of people across the world die needlessly each year from treat-able diseases, unclean water supplies, malnutrition. Since then, the CLF partners have been more than busy building, researching, sourcing the talent for and brainstorming the ideas that have led to several brand new ways to attack the problems of the world head on. Progressive CLF projects that we are busy pitching to some of the Worlds leading Government and ‘Commercial Entertainment’ organisations and company’s with the explicit intent of selling - producing the work that will set us immediately on the path to global chronic change.

On the ground and at the grass roots the last two years has also seen CLF subsidiaries [Chronic TV to NPD] building serious foundations across the planet. A Network of talented and Influential artists, supporters and patrons recruited to join our CLF cause. Whilst subsidiaries like Chronic Music, Chronic Animation and Chronic NPD are preparing to or are already out there spreading the word through projects and events like....... 

Chronic Music & Tribal Broadcast presented The Tribal Broadcast Festival. Taking place across London in Spring 2005. The Spitz to Herbal, to the Jazz Cafe, Marque Gilmore, Jazzhead Chronic, Keziah Jones, Ty, Z*Starr, Roger Robinson, State of Bengal, Aref Durvesh, Susheela Ramen. 7 Gigs over 10 weeks. Jazzhead Chronics [Mickey Smith] World Wide Wonder Funk broke ground across London and is getting ready to step over to South East Asia. Marque Gilmore the inna•most has been touring and performing with the legendary Joe Zawinul, The Katia Labeque Trio and along with Mickey as The Culture Chronics. Bombay to Kiev, London to the Congo. Marque has also recently been commissioned by The PRS Foundation to produce music for London’s National Portrait Galleries 150th Anniversary. 

Chronic Film is hectic readying X2 major ‘ground breaking’ film scripts to be pitched over the coming months to Major U.S. Film Studios. [We are very optimistic]. Chronic TV is equally busy in the development of several CLF Humanitarian concepts, which will help save lives and educate globally. Chronic NPD is readying its first Major International Project Development for a major Global Telecommunications company and Chronic Theatre is in Pre production on its Premiere 6 week engagement ‘Bring On The Solo’. A production that promises to take dance to the next level.

Talking of taking it to the next level…..the future is really exciting for the CLF right now as we are in negotiations / the final stages of planning for the opening of the CLF BUILDING. A MULTI-HEADZ space. Home to all 8 Chronic companies, with State of the art AV Studio for Music, Film and Animation. ‘Concept Rooms’, ‘Ideas Studios’ plus ‘Artists Residence’ also on site. Alongside ‘BAR CHRONIC’. The CLF Bar - performance space, where ‘Chronic Projects’ will be previewed to the general public. Chronic Film to Animation and of course Chronic Music.

CLF Scholarship

In addition to the studios + bars commitment to specific dedicated Chronic Projects, both will also be available for professional / private hire as well as for free to local charitable / educational community based projects. More importantly the Chronic Studio and bar will also act as a school of learning and experience with a small intimate state of the art venue for performance. 

The CLF Partnering local London Colleges and Universities specialising in Art, Animation, Music, Film and Dance to enable their students to gain first hand experience of working on International projects at the highest levels. The CLF will be offering special scholarships to the chosen pupils. Those with real potential. Offering them one on one time over an extended period with CLF Artists - Patrons like Steve Williamson, Ansuman Biswas, Neath Film, Daige Mahoney, State Of Bengal, David Malone, Marque Gilmore and Michael Smith passing on decades of experience in Programming, Arranging, Screen-writing, Art Direction, Film-making, Licensing, Copyright Law, Marketing, Artistic Development and Performance in order to help pupils develop their own style and Independently release their own Music, Film, Theatre and TV Ideas. Concepts with a CLF sensibility. Namely precisely targeted, positive, forward thinking projects, that educate, entertain and make change in equal spectacular measure. 

The CLF Scholarship  being as much about cold hard business and ethics as it is creative development. Avoiding the trap of various ‘arts’ projects which are intend to help but fail miserably due to the teaching of artistic skills with out the marketing or business back up and support. Sending pupils out like lambs to the slaughter of Industry, as opposed to sending them out armed to rule it. This is key to the CLF Scholarship. Preparing pupils to be self sufficient. Giving them the capacity to do anything they choose through invaluable experience and learning gained directly from the top of the Creative CLF tree. All pupils completing the course receiving a ‘Chronic Diploma’ from the Foundation + as importantly several years relative experience in a matter of months.

Chronic Youth Regeneration

Chronic Youth Regeneration is another CLF project which we are looking to implement in the near future. Like the CLF Scholarship, its aim is to fast track kids on to a career in the Communication Arts. Where the programs differ is age. The Youth Regeneration scheme directly targeting School Kids aged 11 to 16 years. Again taking those with the spark and igniting it. Teaching students to accurately Target, Conceive, Produce, Present and correctly Market their own ideas [Film to Music].  

Through intensive one on one time with CLF patrons and core staff, we intend to groom these kids into the next Richard Branson of commerce or Little Stevie Wonder of the music world. Given hope, help and an opportunity we believe that these Youths can do anything they set their minds to. As proven by the likes of CLF Patron State Of Bengals [Sam Zemans], conversion of a collective of Unemployed Asian Teenagers into the world famous Asian Dub Foundation. Like we say with support and the benefit of experience, absolutely anything is possible.
